COLTON PARISH COUMNCIL MNEWS
Lengthaman: After a busy month in November with
flooding Archie had a quieter time in December. Ha has
cleared around the bench at Colton church, so it is now
a pleasant place to sit and rest. Road signs at both
Dxen Park and Hay Bridge have had some TLC., The
Hay Bridge one s looking particularly splendid now,
thanks Archie. Work has also been done o help with
the mapping of all the drains within the parish, not an
easy task; 36 reacorded this month just in Finsthwaite.
Of course, looking for the draing has now revealed &
that need unblocking which will be scheduled over the
coming weeks,

Planning Applications: There seems to be more
planning application being submitied to the Lake
District Mational Park Authority than usuwal at the
moment. These do take up a Councillors time but are a
part of the role where the council can really be used to
reprasent the views of those living in the parish, It is
worth remembering that there are soveral documents
the councillors refer to when making their decisions;
these are LDNPA policy and the Colton Parish Council
Community Plan. It is through these that the decisions
can be unbiased and in support of the wider community.
lllegal off-road wehicles: The Council has been made
aware of increasing damage to Bethecar Moor through
the use of off-road vehicles. Whilst the vehicles can
legally use a Byway or Green Lane as they are
somatimes known the damage s being done when tha
vehicles deviate from the Byway, possible because of
obstructions or better routes. If anyone is concerned
about vehicles damaging Bethecar Moor, then reports
can be made to the police using 101,
Rural crime [nitiative: A decision has been made by
Colton Parish Council to withdraw from the Rural Crime
Initiative that it was jointly invelved with. The reasoning
was broadly due to the additional workload it would have
placed on the council at a time of a reduced numbar of
counclliora to drive such a project forward. This does
not mean that the parish council is not still keen to tackle
rural crime, it just means there are certain aspects they
will no lenger be involved in.
